About the Congregation 

 

The Beginning 

 

Congregation Sha’are Shalom (Gates of Peace) was founded in 1990 
as an independent organization to meet the religious and educational 
needs of a growing and diverse Jewish population in Charles, Calvert, 
Saint Mary’s, and southern Prince George’s counties. The organiza-
tion was also to provide a way to share our cultural and social identi-
ty. 

With Charles County being the focal point for the significant growth in 
this area, the Congregation established its presence in Waldorf. 

 

Our Growth 

One person’s idea to provide a Jewish presence in southern Mary-
land has evolved into a Reform Congregation, providing a full range 
of religious and social events for our membership and the Jewish 
population in the community at large: 

• Shabbat Services: second Saturday and fourth Friday of each month 

• Religious School: Sunday mornings during the school year 

• Confirmation Class 

• Adult Education 

• Holiday Observances 

• Social Events

To provide the opportunity for all Jewish families to perpetuate 
their heritage and share a sense of belonging. We welcome all peo-
ple who share our interests.

Religious School  

 
The Sha’are Shalom Religious School was established to teach the young people of the con-

gregation about Jewish traditions, holidays, culture and values, as well as Hebrew for reli-

gious services. It is a place where Jewish children can gather with others with similar back-

grounds. This is particularly important in an area such as Southern Maryland where Jews are 

widely dispersed.  

 

Classes are currently available for students ages 3 through 13. Parent volunteers conduct 

classes.  

 

Shabbat Service: Each Religious School session starts at 9:30 AM with a service for students. 

This service familiarizes students with regular Shabbat services and gives them a chance to 

practice their Hebrew skills in a friendly setting. A child’s version of each week’s Torah por-

tion is read and discussed.  
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Religious school students participate in Hot Shabbat, June 2023 

Pre-K & Kindergarten: These classes emphasize fun activities such as crafts, songs, games, and 

videos. The activities are designed to introduce students to the Hebrew alphabet, holiday tra-

ditions, Bible stories and Jewish culture, and to reinforce positive values.  

 

Primary I: Students in this class learn to read and write the letters in the Hebrew alphabet. 

They begin to read basic Hebrew words. The students continue to learn about Jewish holidays, 

culture, and Israel. They sing songs, make Jewish-themed crafts, and read and discuss Bible 

stories.  

 

Primary II: This class continues to learn how to read Hebrew. Time is also spent on other ac-

tivities such as learning about events in the life of a Jewish person. Jewish holidays and tradi-

tions are also discussed.  

 

Secondary I: This class continues to learn how to read Hebrew. Time is also spent learning 

about mitzvot, community service, and studying the Mensch Handbook.  

 

Secondary II: At this age, students begin to focus more intensively on preparations for their 

Bar and Bat Mitzvahs and on their future adult roles in religious services. Students have the 

opportunity to plan and lead the Sunday School family service. 
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About Our Rabbis 

 

Rabbi Jasha Levenson 

Jasha Levenson became Rabbi of Congregation Sha'are 

Shalom in 2020, after many years as a volunteer service 

leader, Hebrew school teacher, and wedding, funeral, and 

life cycle officiant. He was ordained in June 2020 by the 

Jewish Spiritual Leaders Institute, a program for Jewish 

professionals leading to  rabbinic ordination.  

Jasha is a full-time web developer and federal contractor 

and also acts as CEO and managing partner of  Hullo Pil-

low, an all natural pillow company. When he’s not work-

ing or performing rabbinical duties, Jasha enjoys spend-

ing time outdoors with his family and making music in 

his home studio. 

Jasha’s goal is to enlighten others to the wonders of na-

ture that surround us, to embrace our traditions with re-

spect to those who observe other traditions, and learn to 

raise each other up as a global  community while working 

within our own community. 

 

Rabbi Gail Fisher 

Gail Fisher was a CPA who specialized in taxes and busi-

ness advising. Upon retirement, she fulfilled a lifelong 

dream by attending rabbinic school at the Jewish Spiritu-

al Leaders Institute and being ordained by them in June 

2018. She finds dealing with human concerns and spiritu-

al matters vastly more fulfilling than putting little num-

bers into little boxes. 

When she is not leading services and other programming 

at Congregation Sha'are Shalom, she might be volunteer-

ing at a retirement community or teaching classes on var-

ious Jewish topics. And most of the spare moments in be-

tween these activities are filled with studying--taking 

classes or reading on her own. This is not how she envi-

sioned retirement, but she is thriving on doing what she 

believes in so profoundly. 

Gail is the proud mother of two children (both attorneys) and grandmother of five exception-

ally beautiful and brilliant children. Her pleasures include needlework, music, and being out 

in nature. 
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Rabbi Emeritus Arnold Saltzman 

Rabbi Arnold Saltzman was the Rabbi of Sha’are Shalom 

from 2011-2016. In recognition of his years of service and the 

special relationship he built with the congregation, he was 

named Rabbi Emeritus of Sha’are Shalom in August 2016. 

He is a well-known composer of Jewish-themed works. His 

most recent opera, “Geniza: Hidden Fragments,” centers on 

the discovery of  historic documents that revealed details 

about Medieval Jewish life in Egypt.
